Bradford on Avon lies partly on the Avon Valley, located approximately 7 miles 
southeast of Bath, between the Mendip Hills, Salisbury Plain and the Cotswold Hills.

Description: 
 

The Lamb Building was listed as an early example of reinforced concrete 
construction, believed to date from circa 1918.  The building was faced in natural 
stonework of traditional pattern on its two most prominent elevations.  The building 
was purpose designed to house the machinery of then thriving rubber industry during 
the First World War and to meet to the rapidly expanding range of needs of the 
transportation industries. 
 
The Lamb Building is a three storey building which will be converted to provide a 
ground floor retail unit (part A1/A3) and first floor retail and office units (part A3/B1) 
and residential accommodation on the third floor. The office accommodation will 
overlook Lamb Yard. 
 

Accommodation: We have not measured this building but are advised by our client using off plan 
measurements that the total Gross Internal Area of the building is approximately 
1,700 sq ft (157.9 sq m).  This area is subject to re-measurement following practical 
completion.   
 
Plans are available upon request. 
 

Planning: The building is Listed and lies within a Conservation area. 
We are advised that the office accommodation has B1 planning consent.
